He also enjoyed traveling with 
family, exploring new places, and creating lasting memories.  
Nature held a special place in Clark’s heart, where he found 
peace and joy.  Above all, he deeply valued moments with his 
family. 

He will be greatly missed by his wife, Sue; children, Hannah 
(Riley) Larson, Fargo, ND and Hayden (Marranda) Emery, 
Glyndon, MN; grandchildren, Vida and Grace Larson and     
Wesley Emery.  He will also be missed by his aunts, uncles, 
cousins, friends, and Sue’s loving family.
